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     He was born in Corfu in 1962. He started his initial steps in music in the traditional band when he was still a child. Furthermore, when he came to Athens, he attended some lessons in the trumpet, the piano and, simultaneously, he studied theory of an advanced level. Finally, his musical sensitivity led him to totally conquer creativity through the higher theoretical knowledge of musical science.

    He studied Advanced Theory at the Conservatories “Apollonio” and “Elliniko” with their professors: A. Lascarides and A. Papanikolaou, where he acquired his degrees in Harmony, Singing, Instrumentation, Orchestration and Band Direction, Counterpoint, Fugue and Orchestration with academic excellence. He continued his studies in Composition and Conducting at the “National” Conservatory of Athens with Theodore Antoniou, where he obtained the diploma of Composition with excellence in June 1991. He completed his past graduate studies in Composition as well as in Conducting with the same professor in 1993.
    From 1986 to 1990 he showed his musical interest in studying Modern Jazz. At the same time he attended many seminars in Contemporary Music conducted by distinguished Greek and Foreign Composers.

    He continued his studies in Composition, Analysis and Conducting at the University of Belgrade with the professors called: Srdan Hofman, Zoran Eric and Raico Maksimovic. In 1997 he graduated from his Master of Arts programme with a major in Composition.
    He has already written works of symphonic music and chamber music, works for small and large parts, works for vocals, for solo instruments choruses etc. Many of these are dedications to musical organizations and other institutions (Union of Greek Composers, Union of Yugoslavian Composers, Megaro Mousikis of Athens, Greek Radio and Television of the 3rd Programme etc.)
    In 1990 he was distinguished in the Panhellenic Contest of Composition G.A. Papaioannou and in 1992 he was distinguished once more in the International Contest of Composition ALEA III, at the University of Boston. 
In 1994 he participated in the 3rd Festival of Contemporary Music, which was held in Belgrade after a request of the Union of Composers of New Yugoslavia. In 1995 he achieved and distinction in the Panhellenic Contest of Composition organized by the oil company BP for young Composers up to the age of 35.
    His works have been performed in Greece and in other countries, such as Bulgaria, Yugoslavia, Germany, England, North and South America and many others. Many of them have been played and recorded for the 3rd Programme of the Greek Radio and Television. 
    Many of his works have been registered and taught in the music departments of the Universities in Amsterdam – Holland, Athens and Ionian. His work “good and bad weather” with poetry from Konstantinos Kavafis, has been registered in the Great Library of Alexandria in Egypt. 

    Moreover, his synthetic work is included in the epitomic dictionary of biographies “Who’s Who” published by Metro and in the dictionary of Greek Composers published by Phillip Nakas. 
    He occupied himself with the music of theatrical place. The last production took place in 2010 with the work “Giannoulis Chalepas, my sleeping lady” from George Christodoulou directed by Iannis Mortzos which has been played for third consecutive season. 
    He is teaching Chamber Music in the Municipal Conservatory of Ag. Dimitrios and Advanced Theory and Composition in “Apollonio” Conservatory. He is headmaster in the Municipal Conservatory of Dafni – Ymittos and also he is headmaster in the Conservatory of Private Schools G. Zois. He used to be a headmaster in the Filomusical Conservatory, in the Symphonic, the Conservatory of Contemporary Music Education, in Messinia and the Municipal Conservatories of Filiaton , Igoumenitsa  and Kallithea.
    At the same time he is occupied with the direction of small musical groups, choruses and philharmonic. Now he is directing the choruses Dafni and the leagues of pensioners of Olympic Airways. He used to be the leading musician of choruses and philharmonic. 
    He is a regular member of the Union of Greek Composers (E.E.M.) and a member of the Professors’ Association of Legible Conservatories ( S.K.O.A.). Moreover, he is vice-president of the Greek Leading Musical Choruses’ Union (P.E.DI.CHO.) and the Union of the Greek Leading Musical Philharmonic (PA.SI.DAI.KO.)
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
